Subject: Private Waste Disposal

It has come to our attention that a number of co-ops have been approached by a privately
owned company offering better rates for waste removal in multi-unit buildings. A
number of co-ops have been approached by this company.

Please do your research before signing on with any new company. The official line from
the City is that once a building has opted out of City collection they can not have City
collection again. The only buildings that are being signed on are new construction
buildings.

If you decide to opt out of the City’s system, you are on your own.

The City’s Waste Management fees cover the collection of garbage only. Recycled
material, green bin and bulk items (furniture, appliances, etc) are collected without
charge. A private company would charge for all pick-up — recycled material, green bin
and bulk items. So make sure that the decision you make would be the most cost-
effective for your co-op.
